How to Spot a Meth Lab in your Neighborhood workshops  
In 2011, Louisville Metro Police officers came across 107 meth lab locations in Metro Louisville. Not all were located in homes; some were along roads sides or in cars as part of mobile operations.   Right now, it appears 2012 will outpace last year’s number of locations. In an effort to protect neighborhoods and communities, LMPD and the South Jefferson Community Partnership of the Louisville Metro Alliance for Youth are offering three workshops on how to spot a meth lab in your neighborhood.
