Changes in Planning & Design Development Review

Effective January 7, 2013, the following two changes will be made to the current rezoning process timeline:

1)      The pre-application agency review cycle will be reduced to 14 calendar days

2)      After formal filing, the first review period will remain at 14 calendar days; however, all subsequent review cycles will be reduced to 7 calendar days.

 In addition to the reduction of time in the review cycle, a process change will be made regarding the filing of electronic data.  This has been a goal of the division that will be achieved in the upcoming calendar year, beginning in January.  Please see the attached memo from Director Phil Bills that outlines this new policy.

Improved Crime Mapping Available Online
Louisville residents can now more easily keep tabs on crime that is occurring in their neighborhood with improved maps available on the city government’s website – www.louisvilleky.gov. The mapping tool uses the popular Google map technology to pinpoint crimes ranging from homicides and assaults to burglary and auto theft.  The new maps -- which are larger, download faster and are easier to use -- also help educate citizens as to which police district they live in. By simply entering an address, the map displays crimes that have occurred in that area and users are automatically prompted to subscribe to emails sent by the Louisville Metro Police Department which show crime trends in the user’s area. By adding a date range, the maps show all crimes that have occurred in that period. The crime maps are available at http://www.louisvilleky.gov/MetroPolice/CrimeMaps/.
 Property Maintenance, Construction Permits and ABC License Maps
Improved maps are also available online that help citizens track property maintenance complaint cases, construction permits and existing alcoholic beverage licenses. All city maps and other data – including snow and ice removal, where to vote and the “Map It” tool which shows garbage, recycling and junk pick-up dates --- can be found at the top of the home page of the city’s website, by clicking on the tab called “Maps & Data.”  These new maps are also available on the city’s Open Data Portal (http://data.louisvilleky.gov), which allows raw data sets to be downloaded and repurposed by anyone, including IT developers seeking to build apps or online tools in creative new ways using city data.
