8 The great sandwich caper at 35" and Cedar. Six suspects took $35 worth of sandwiches without paying
and ran out the store. A squad was dispatched to the store. A combination of good police work and

help from witnesses allowed the police to locate the suspect’s vehicle. Five of the suspects, who were
in the car, were arrested following positive identification by the victims.

& Officers observed what they thought was a fight occurring at Hiawatha and Lake St. When they
stopped to investigate, one of the people involved ran from police. After a foot chase they captured
this person who had actually been robbing the other party. Officers recovered narcotics on the
suspect and the items taken from the victim during the robbery.

& The pressure is on. On April 25" Officers from the 3™ Precinct, other MPD units, the Department of
Corrections and Probation Officers, did a sweep of the area around Peavey Park and Chicago and
Franklin. This effort yielded:

53 stops for driving violations with four arrested for driving after revocation or suspension of their
drivers licenses. 15 traffic citations and eight citations for driving without seat belts were issued.
One person was arrested for loitering with intent(narcotics);

Two arrested because they had outstanding felony warrants;

Two arrested for narcotics offenses

One arrested for violating probation or court restrictions.
