New Door 102-1001A

New Door 102-1001A

Effective Friday, February 17, 2012, the Airport will be adding a new card reader door designated 102-1001A near the current door 102-1001, which is located adjacent to the Hawaiian Airlines / International Ticket Counters in Terminal 1.  
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Although this door will operate similarly to most card reader doors at the Airport, some unique features will exist as described below.

Automated Interlocking Portal (Sallyport) on  Doors 102-1001 & 102-1001A
Doors 102-1001 and 102-1001A will be programmed as Automated Interlocking Portals (also known as Sallyports), where one door has to be closed before the other one will open.  Individuals using either door must enter through the first door and completely secure it before using a badge on the second door.  Although multiple people may be present between the two doors, normal piggybacking rules apply where each badge holder individually must present his/her badge at both readers to access the SIDA.

New Card Reader Style

A new type of card reader is being used for 102-1001A that looks different than the typical card reader used at the Airport.  Using this reader to access door 102-1001A will be almost identical to using the older grey card reader where an individual must hold his/her badge close to the reader to unlock the door.  The primary difference between these readers is the light bar on the top of the reader as opposed to three-light setup found on the older grey card readers.  See below for more information.



Reduced Access at Terminal 1 Baggage Claim

With the addition of 102-1001A, this location will be the primary access point for most individuals that need direct access to the SIDA behind the Terminal 1 Baggage Claim area. Access through the two SIDA doors in the Terminal 1 Baggage Claim, 101-1032 and 101-1038, will be restricted starting Friday, February 17 to include only law enforcement, Operations, and Aviation Security personnel.  Access to the baggage rollup doors will remain unchanged.  

Nearly all individuals with access to doors 101-1032 and 101-1038 will be provided access to 102-1002/1002A but if you are denied access to these new doors and previously had access to 101-1032/38, contact Airport Operations 510-563-3361 if an emergency situation exists, or the Airport Badging Office at 510-563-2867 during normal business hours.

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A Light bar indicates status of door. Before presenting a card to the reader it will have a red bar on top. When a valid card is presented to the reader, the light bar will turn green and the badge holder may proceed through the door.  If a person without access presents his/her badge to the reader or if the door is in alarm, the light bar will alternate red and green and the badge holder may not proceed through the door.
