
 

 

Town of Superior officials joined leaders from 12 municipalities across the nation in Washington, D.C., in 
early November to ask Congress for help from the United States Postal Service to update ZIP code 
boundaries that cause multiple problems for communities, including lost internet sales tax revenue, 
delays in mail delivery, confusion in the dispatch of first responder services, and increased insurance 
premiums. 
 
Mayor Pro-Tem Jason Serbu and Council Member Heather Cracraft met with Senator Bennet and his 
staff, as well as staff members from the offices of Senators Hickenlooper, Lankford, Moreno, Baldwin, 
and Barrasso and staff from the office of Representative Boebert to discuss the specific impact of 
outdated ZIP code boundaries on residents and businesses in Superior.  Several bills have been 
introduced in the Senate to correct ZIP code boundaries across the country. In July 2025, the House of 
Representatives passed two similar bills to provide ZIP code relief. These bills have now been referred to 
the Senate for consideration. 
 
The Town of Superior is a member of a national coalition of over 80 communities in 26 states working 
together to convince Congress that ZIP code correction is a serious problem that the United States 
Postal Service has refused to address on its own, after multiple requests from Superior. It has been 19 
years since Congress last directed the postal service to address the issue. 
 
Superior and the coalition of municipalities will continue to work with leadership in the 119th Congress 
to enact legislation to better align ZIP code boundaries. By joining together, coalition communities can 
better educate members of Congress about the need to correct these problems in a timely manner 
before this Congress adjourns at the end of 2026.
