Carmel City Center is the location  for The Allied Solutions Center for the Performing Arts, which includes a 1,600-seat world-class
concert hall named “The Palladium,” a 500-seat theater named “The Tarkington” and a 200-seat black box theater.

The Playfair building, a five-story, 178,000 square foot, mixed-use building is located just west of the Veterans Way Garage and

Hamilton West commercial space along the Monon Greenway. It contains 112 one, two- and three-bedroom apartment homes on the
second through fifth floors and office space on the first floor.
Industrious is open and occupies 27,000 square feet on the first floor of the Playfair building.
