Methodology – All resources that will be 50 years of age by the time of project letting will be surveyed, and photographic documentation of “Contributing” resources and representative “Non Contributing” resources will be prepared. However, only those properties that the qualified professional has determined warrant an Indiana Historic Sites and Structures Inventory (IHSSI) rating of “Notable” or “Outstanding” —using the IHSSI criteria—will be evaluated for the NRHP.  This methodology is consistent with the Division of Historic Preservation and Archaeology’s (DHPA) updated IHSSI survey standards.    While properties determined to have a “Contributing” rating will not be formally evaluated for NRHP eligibility, the qualified professional is still responsible for considering all properties in the APE for NRHP eligibility and for documenting all of the “Contributing” properties through photographs.  
Property Descriptions & NRHP Evaluations 

· Description of the APE/ Historic Themes Relevant to the Project Area - This will include a brief general description of the APE including the type and number of above-ground resources present. An overview map of the APE should be included in this section. Also, general themes under which significance of resources will be discussed should be identified here. If some resources have a common theme or relevant historic context, they may be grouped together for purposes of discussion.   The historic context themes should focus on those aspects of history relating to the existing built environment and properties being evaluated within in the APE.  It is not necessary to outline the history of European settlement of a county/city unless it is germane to the property being evaluated.  
· Individual NRHP Evaluations for Historic Districts and “Notable” and “Outstanding” Individual Resources
1. Property Description – Describe physical characteristics of resource and the site and include the photographs.
2. Significance/Context – Provide relevant context and discuss significance under appropriate themes. Again, this information should be specifically related to the properties being evaluated.  If a property dates to early European settlement then it is appropriate to discuss how European settlement progressed, including how that affected Native American Tribes living in that area.  For any properties with potential associations with Tribes, we recommend consulting with the Tribes to get their input prior to preparing the HPR.  When the only property in the APE being evaluated dates to the mid-twentieth century, for instance, the context should focus on themes relevant to the period of significance and should not recount the locale’s entire historical development through the centuries. 
3. Recommendation – Evaluate resource under all four NRHP Criteria.
