The Super T Award is intended to recognize those at the local level who are doing an exemplary job or going above and beyond to support the Commonwealth of Kentucky’s efforts to combat TB.
The nomination and selection of an award recipient will be based on the individual’s
Superior Understanding, Performance Excellence, and outstanding Representation in one or more of the following criteria: 

· Leadership:  The candidate is considered an authority on TB Prevention and Control in their community or healthcare setting.  Activities may include acting as a spokesperson, trainer, mentor or educator. 
· Collaboration: The candidate has worked to build support for and improve their local or state TB program, thereby improving the targeted community's collective health status through collaboration and support. Activities may include establishing or strengthening partnerships, coalitions, committees, working groups, or other structures.
· Support the implementation of education and training, best practices and standards of care to ensure a common body of knowledge applicable to TB with optimal patient outcomes.
· Contributes to the excess of the job expectations through the development of innovative ideas or techniques.
· Compliance with program standards, state rules and regulations, and national guidelines. Activities may include electronic health record implementation (NEDDS, EDN), observance to CCSG and AR guidelines through quality reviews, reporting mechanisms, and treatment recommendations (SNTC).
