· Avoid long periods out in the blazing heat. Take frequent breaks.

· Check on elderly friends and neighbors 

· Drink lots of water and natural juices

· Avoid alcoholic beverages or beverages with caffeine, such as coffee and soda

· Keep lights turned off

· Take a cool bath or shower periodically; use cool towels

· Wear loose, light cotton clothing outdoors

· Avoid heavy meals

· Avoid using your oven

· Reduce physical activity

· If you feel you need emergency medical attention due to heat, call 911 immediately.

· Income Eligible – meet 125% or below the Federal Poverty Guidelines

1. Picture ID 

2. Social security cards for all members of the household 

3. Documentation of all household income for the previous month  

4. Additional documentation to verify age of household member(s) (such as a driver’s license, birth certificate, immunization record, etc.), or completion of the Summer Heat Relief Medical Form available by clicking here.
