Solar Energy in Louisville

The D9 eNews has featured several solar installations over the last few weeks – and you’ll see more soon.  We are also working to encourage more use of solar throughout Louisville and have co-sponsored a resolution urging all Metro Agencies and Departments to support the vigorous growth of solar energy in Louisville and to aggressively pursue strategies designed to meet this goal.   The resolution lists some specific strategies that should be considered, including a city-wide education program, streamlining permitting, integrating solar into public infrastructure and streetlights, and others.  It also notes the economic and environmental benefits of solar installation.  

The resolution had its first reading last week, will be considered at a Sustainability Committee meeting on July 30 and could go before the entire Metro Council in August.  You can read it by clicking here.   Let me know what you think!

Railroad Safety Reminder 

District 9 is known for the rail line that runs through the center of the district, from Irish Hill to Richlawn.  Most of us encounter trains regularly, without much thought to the dangers we face unless we act safely.  

The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet recently issued a reminder to be careful when driving through railroad crossings. Last year, Kentucky ranked twelfth nationally in the number of railroad crossing collisions. As a result, seven people were killed and 23 people were injured. Compounding the tragedy is the fact that every one of those incidents was preventable. Never race a train to the crossing – even if it’s a tie, you lose. The average locomotive weighs 200 tons. A train hitting a car is comparable to a car hitting a soda can. And trains can’t stop quickly enough to avoid a collision. It takes the average freight train traveling 55 mph more than a mile to stop. An oncoming train is always closer and moving faster than you think. So don’t ever drive around an activated railroad crossing gate. Remember, if you see tracks…think train!

Drescher Bridge Project Nears Completion

A major project to install new curb, guttering and sidewalks along Drescher Bridge Avenue, between Brownsboro Road and Delmont Avenue in Clifton Heights, is nearing completion.  The project, which also includes drainage improvements and repaving, has been in the planning stages for several years.  The more than $210,000 cost is funded by District 9 Community Infrastructure Funds, along with funds from the Metropolitan Sewer District (MSD) and Metro Public Works.  Repaving, from Brownsboro Road to Thompson Avenue, was finished this week and the remainder of the drainage and sidewalk improvements will be completed soon.  Discussions with Brightside and others for potential landscaping in the area are underway.
