Ironman Returns This Weekend 

Ironman is back this weekend, on Sunday, October 11, with approximately 3,000 participants scheduled to swim, bike and run across Jefferson, Oldham and Henry Counties.  The 140.6-mile triathlon is composed of a 2.4-mile swim, 112-mile bike ride and a 26.2 mile run on a course that takes advantage of the Louisville Waterfront, urban core and proximity to scenic, rural settings.  The event sold out this year in January.  Swimmers enter the Ohio River through a rolling start at the docks near the new Doc’s Cantina restaurant (the old Tumbleweed).  The scenic bike course winds through eastern Jefferson County, including River Road in D9, and Oldham Counties and bisects LaGrange.  The run course passes through Old Louisville, Churchill Downs and the University of Louisville.

Sustainability Story: Solar-Made Beer on Tour

Apocalypse Brew Works at 1612 Mellwood Avenue in D9 is the apt ending for this week’s Louisville Solar Tour.  The tour begins with a kickoff and introduction to solar energy at the Green Building, 732 East Market Street, from 10:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m.  Between Noon and 3:00 p.m., participants will have a choice of three tours to see and speak to owners of solar-powered homes and businesses:  self-guided, bicycle, and bus.  There is a $10 charge for the guided bus tour.  Bicycling for Louisville is assisting with the free bicycle tour. 

The Solar Tour concludes with a celebration and vendors tabling event at Apocalypse between 1:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m., where you can learn about the latest in solar technology, all-electric vehicles and passive solar homes.  You can also enjoy a craft beer. 
The cost to heat water is the major expense for a brewery and Apocalypse uses solar panels installed before it opened to reduce its expenses.   In the summer,  the panels generate nearly all of Apocalypse’s hot water needs.  In the winter, the panels generate 20-30% of needs.

ABOUT APH EX OFFICIO TRUSTEES AND THE ANNUAL MEETING:
In 1879, the U. S. Congress passed the Act to Promote the Education of the Blind. This act set up a system to provide free schoolbooks and other materials for blind students and named the American Printing House for the Blind as the national central source of these educational materials. The system through which these specialized materials are distributed is known as the Federal Quota Program. American Printing House for the Blind Ex Officio Trustees are responsible for overseeing the implementation of this program in the various states and regions they represent. The Ex Officio Trustees come to Louisville each year for the Annual Meeting to provide insight and exchange information about developments in the field of blindness. "Special guests" such as parents, teachers, and administrators and other educators involved with the field of blindness also attend this meeting.
