Sustainability Story: Air Quality
Since the first of the year, the D9 eNews has featured a weekly “Sustainability Story”, often involving efforts that result in cleaner air.  

We were reminded of the importance of those efforts at last week’s 2015 Sustainability Summit.  Louisville’s air quality needs improvement and it is both a health and economic development issue for the community.  

It was reported at the summit that we have the fourth highest adult asthma prevalence in the United States.  Last year, we were recognized as one of the top twenty most challenging cities to live in with asthma.  Asthma and chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (COPD) are the third and fourth leading causes of hospitalizations in Jefferson County, which has a significantly worse rate of respiratory illness than the national average.   Just this week, D9 resident and Courier-Journal reporter James Bruggers wrote about a study that links pollutants found in Louisville with heart attack deaths: http://www.courier-journal.com/story/tech/science/environment/2015/11/10/bad-air-can-cause-heart-attacks/75471436/.  

Contrary to some views, we have air quality issues all over the community.  On Air Quality Alert days, the monitors near Cannons Lane in D9 (shown here), often show the highest rates of ozone in the area.  

So the health effect is clear.  What about economic development?  Summit participants noted that our employers have higher health care costs because of the poor health of their employees.  In addition, more absenteeism leads to a decrease in productivity.  If you were looking to locate a business, wouldn’t this be important to you?    

Our air is cleaner than it once was but it is still making too many of us sick and holding back our economy.    You can help by becoming a Friend of the Air, http://www.helptheair.org/ , and we’ll keep telling “Sustainability Stories”.

Paving in D9 

Repaving work continues in District 9.  Metro Public Works (MPW) plans to repave N. Hite from Brownsboro Road to Lindsay in the next few weeks. 

Additional paving on Meridian near St. Matthews, Mockingbird Valley Road, and other streets has been funded and will be scheduled in the future.  Please be careful around the construction crews!   

Paving is done based on road condition ratings and Metro Council recently funded an updated rating of major roads. Metro Public Works (MPW) has selected Transmap Corporation as the most qualified consultant to perform the new evaluation of pavement conditions across Louisville. The company is now finalizing an update to the 2013 Pavement Condition Index study. In addition to evaluating pavement conditions, the $175,813 contract includes implementation of the MicroPAVER pavement management software program. MicroPAVER will facilitate evaluation, prioritization and budgeting of necessary improvements.

We have more paving needs than available funds and appreciate your patience as MPW works through the backlog of streets needing work.
