Sustainability Story: More Solar in D9 

“Solar Over Louisville”, a campaign to educate, promote and act to increase solar usage in Louisville is underway, with support from Metro Council.   
One of the goals is to encourage more solar usage by publicizing ongoing efforts - and we’ve been doing that in D9.  Walter and Judy Olson installed eighteen solar panels on their home on Vernon Street in Clifton in 2014.  The main goal was to reduce their carbon footprint but they expected to recover their investment in 15 years.  Based on their experience to date, the Olsons now believe they will recover their costs in 10-11 years.  Actual consumption and generation varies from month-to-month, of course, but the panels consistently generate about one-third of the electrical needs of the house.  
Solar Over Louisville has a goal of installing 2 megawatts of solar capacity this year.  That’s enough to power over 300 typical homes.  Learn more about Solar Over Louisville here:  http://louisvillesustainabilitycouncil.org/projects/solar-over-louisville/

More Naloxone Kits and Training Sessions 
Thank you to The Kentucky Harm Reduction Coalition for the Naloxone  kits and training in D9 last week. More sessions will be held throughout the community in April.  Naloxone (also referred to by its brand name, Narcan) reverses the effects of overdose from heroin and other opioid drugs to prevent death. 

Training sessions will be held continuously from 1-3 p.m. on Tuesday, April 5, and from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. on Monday, April 18, at the Louisville Metro Department of Public Health and Wellness, located at 400 E. Gray St.  No registration or advance notice is required to attend the sessions. 
Training sessions and free Naloxone kits are limited to individual members of the general public who are using opioids, or who have family members or loved ones with an opioid addiction. 
APH to Host Louisville Industrial Tour - April 16
