Sustainability Story: EPAD
After several months of work, I introduced an ordinance this week which will allow eligible property owners to make renewable and energy efficient upgrades on their buildings and pay for them through property assessments.  The proposal creates an Energy Project Assessment District, or EPAD, which would allow commercial, industrial and some multi-family residential property owners to acquire private financing to put in solar panels or water conservation measures, for example -- and then repay the loans via an assessment collected by the Jefferson County Sheriff’s office, over a term of up to 20 years.

EPAD is a smart program, which assists property owners to voluntarily carry out energy efficiency and renewable energy projects, without an investment of taxpayer dollars. Because both property owners and the environment benefit, I have been happy to work on this ordinance.  It will have its first reading at Metro Council tonight.  You can read more about the ordinance in this Courier-Journal story by James Bruggers: http://www.courier-journal.com/story/tech/science/environment/2016/04/11/program-would-boost-energy-efficiency-options/82893796/

Parking Regulations Reminders
Parking issues are always a concern for residents in District 9. Below are the Metro Ordinance parking regulations. Please be aware when parking near intersections and driveways that vehicles must see around you to safely enter onto the roadways. The Parking Authority of River City (PARC) and LMPD will be patrolling and citing offending vehicles. As a reminder, even if the area isn’t marked “no parking” or the curb painted yellow, the parking regulations are still in effect. 
72.035 LIMITATIONS OF STOPPING AND PARKING. 
It shall be a parking violation for the operator of any vehicle to stop or park such vehicle except in a case of real emergency or in compliance with the provisions of this traffic code or when directed by a police officer or traffic sign or signal at any time in the following places:

   (A)   On the mainly-traveled portion of any roadway or on any other place in the roadway where vehicles stand in any manner other than as specified in § 72.034.

   (B)   Within an intersection.

   (C)   On a sidewalk.
   (D)   Within four feet of a public or private driveway.
   (E)   Within ten feet of a fire hydrant.
   (F)   Within a crosswalk.

   (G)   Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when stopping or parking would obstruct traffic.

   (H)   Close enough to any railroad track so as to obstruct the movement of locomotives or cars.

   (I)   Within any part of an alley within the central traffic district.

   (J)   On that portion of public property located between the sidewalk and the curb-line of the street or, where there are no sidewalks, off of any paved area.
   (K)   Within any area marked as a TARC zone.

   (L)   Within any area where official signs prohibit parking and stopping.

   (M)   In front of sidewalk ramps provided for persons with disabilities.

   (N)   On each corner and all eight sides of an intersection, within 30 feet from the beginning and/or ending of any intersection, flashing beacon, stop sign, or traffic control signal located at the side of a roadway.
