Crescent Hill Generator Facility Meeting – August 16

Louisville Water invites Crescent Hill residents to a community conversation on Tuesday August 16, 6:30 pm at Louisville Water Tower Park, 3005 River Road.  As Louisville Water prepares for a back-up power supply at the Crescent Hill Water Treatment Plant, the company wants to give neighbors an overview of a proposed standby generator facility at the company's Frankfort Avenue property. This is an important project to ensure Louisville Water can deliver drinking water during an emergency. 

During the conversation on the 16th, Louisville Water will share an overview of the project, the design of a two-and-a-half story building and where it would be placed on the company's property and information on an exit driveway from the Louisville Water facility, directly across from Hillcrest Avenue. Louisville Water staff will be on hand to answer questions and take comments.

Parking Added at Champions Park
More parking spaces have been added at Champions Park, near the Louisville Dog Run Association’s (LDRA) dog run, at the intersection of River Road and Zorn Avenue.  The LRDA requested and paid for the addition of the stone parking lot.  

The LDRA’s primary goal is to oversee the maintenance and continued improvement of eight dog parks and runs around the community.  Since the LDRA does not receive funds from any local or state governmental agency, all users of the dog parks are required to have an official Dog Park Permit to use the area. 

The cost of a Dog Park Permit is $30.00 for the first dog, $20.00 for the second dog, $10.00 for the third dog, and $5.00 per additional dog in the same household. All funds from the sale of the Dog Park Permits go towards the dog parks' maintenance and improvement costs. The annual permit allows unlimited use of the dog parks each year.
