But there is much more to do.

Message to Code Red Emergency Notification Subscribers

On Tuesday, August 16, 2016, the Code Red emergency notification system will no longer provide communications to subscribers in Louisville-Jefferson County. Current subscribers will need to register online for the new emergency notification system called LENSAlert. Click here to sign up.

The new service allows individuals and families to sign up online to receive emergency notifications and to provide key information to 9-1-1 call takers during an emergency. This system will replace the current service provided by CodeRed Alert. 

In addition to receiving notifications, individuals can create a Safety Profile for themselves and their household that can include any information they want 9-1-1 and first responders to have in the event of an emergency. When individuals make an emergency call, their Safety Profile is automatically displayed to the 9-1-1 call taker, allowing them to send the right responders to the right location with the right information. Information about medical history, allergies to medication, number of residents in a home and even a picture of the family dog can all be added to a Safety Profile.

Louisville’s efforts to increase solar energy usage are continuing, with the creation of a series of web pages to explain solar financing options and permitting.  The website is here:   https://louisvilleky.gov/government/sustainability/installing-solar-louisville. 

One year ago, Metro Council passed a resolution supporting the future of solar energy in Metro Louisville.  I was proud to be one of the original sponsors and pleased that the ordinance was unanimously approved.  Earlier this year, the Louisville Sustainability Council launched its Solar Over Louisville campaign, seeking to increase knowledge about solar options and persuade Louisvillians to install two megawatts of solar capacity this year.  Mayor Fischer signed the resolution and spoke at the Solar Over Louisville kickoff event in March. 

Since that time, Metro permitting staff have attended trainings on best practices for permitting solar installations and Solar Over Louisville has held workshops throughout the community, including two in D9.

Save on the State Fair with Your Bus Fare

The Kentucky State Fair is again offering reduced price admission to anyone riding a TARC bus to the fairgrounds, and this year there are more ways to take advantage of the savings. TARC passengers will pay $6 in fair admission instead of $10 while also avoiding eight dollars in parking fees.  Regular TARC fares apply on all bus trips. 

Last year, reduced state fair admission was introduced for passengers on TARC’s Rt. #2 - Second Street buses entering the fairgrounds.  

For the first time this year TARC will also operate a State Fair Connector route on Friday and weekends during the fair, which runs from Aug. 18 - Aug. 28.  The State Fair Connector will operate on Central Ave. between 7th Street Rd. and Crittenden Dr. Passengers on the route, and on other TARC routes with stops at the fairgrounds, can use walk-up gate entrances to pay the discounted fair admission.

A one-way adult fare on TARC is $1.75.  Students aged 6 - 17 and seniors with a TARC ID can ride for 80 cents. TARC rides and fair admission are free to children 5 and under.
