Sustainability Story: Restoring the Creek
Across the United States and around the world, major efforts are underway to clean up and restore urban creeks and streams. Long neglected waterways have been brought back to life and become green urban environments.  

Beargrass Creek, which runs through much of D9, has great potential.  MSD’s Project WIN (Waterway Improvements Now) is an $850 Million project to bring the community into compliance with federal and state regulations by reducing sewer overflows into our streams, including Beargrass Creek.  More information about Project WIN is here:  http://msdprojectwin.org/About-Us.aspx.   The Clifton Heights Storage Basin, now being constructed between Drescher Bridge and Mellwood Avenues just north of Brownsboro Road, is one part of the project.  Information about it is here: http://msdprojectwin.org/Public-Input/Clifton-Heights-Storage-Basin.aspx.  Two more basins are planned in District 9, both off Lexington Road.  One will be located near the intersection with Grinstead Drive and the other on the former River Metals property just west of the Axis apartment construction west of Payne Street.  

As efforts are underway to clean up the creek, planning is also underway for further restoration and construction of a shared use path to link two existing paths, the Beargrass Creek Greenway and the Butchertown Greenway.  We need your input and involvement!  The first of three public meetings is Monday, August 29.  More information about it is below. Public Meeting About Beargrass Creek Restoration – Aug. 29
Metro Parks and Recreation and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers will host the first in a series of three public meetings on Beargrass Creek restoration efforts from 6:30-8:30 p.m. on Monday, August 29 at the Douglass Community Center, 2305 Douglas Blvd. 
Metro Parks and the Corps are partners in a planning effort entitled: “Beargrass Creek Trail Conceptual Shared Use Path and Ecological Restoration Plan.” The plan area will extend Error! Hyperlink reference not valid.generally along Beargrass Creek from its confluence with the Ohio River to the area of the Grinstead Drive/Lexington Road intersection. As part of the planning effort, there will be three public meetings over the next five months to gather public input and to share the planning team’s findings, alternate courses of action, and final recommendations.
The intent of this meeting will be to seek public input on potential shared use path segments in the study area. A highlight of the meeting will be Eighth District Metro Councilman Tom Owen discussing the history of Beargrass Creek.
Louisville Water Company Generator and Road Proposal

LWC is evaluating questions and concerns raised at the meeting and will likely schedule another public forum in September, before seeking Planning Commission approval of any final plans. 
CSX Train Traffic 

This week we have received a number of calls with concerns about changes supposedly coming to CSX Transportation freight trains in D9. We’re happy to say that most of the information, including a doubling of train speeds, is incorrect.
We have spoken with CSX Administration, and it has confirmed that the increased speeds (up to 49 MPH) will be on the Louisville & Indiana Line that runs from Louisville to Indianapolis. D9 might see some longer trains, but no increased speeds.

In 2015, the Louisville Metro Police Department (LMPD) investigated 900 collisions involving alcohol or drugs, resulting in 296 injuries and 14 fatalities. During the Labor Day holiday weekend, there were 12 collisions involving alcohol or drugs, resulting in three injuries.
