Cherokee Park bridge closure to begin September 6
The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet (KYTC) announces the upcoming closure of the Chenoweth Bridge in Jefferson County’s Cherokee Park. This bridge is located on Beargrass Road and will close next month to allow for repairs.

The Chenoweth Bridge closure is scheduled for Tuesday, September 6 and will last approximately six weeks. During construction, motorists, cyclists and pedestrians should follow the signed detour via Barrett Hill Road.

KYTC awarded a contract for repairs on two bridges in Cherokee Park crossing the Middle Fork of Beargrass Creek. The other bridge being repaired is the Mildred Ahrens Howard Memorial Bridge on the Scenic Loop near Beals Branch Road.  

This project includes removal of the asphalt driving surface, installation of a waterproofing membrane on the bridge arches and repairing of concrete. Natural stone drainage ways will also be placed around the bridge abutments. Work on the Mildred Ahrens Howard Memorial Bridge includes replacement of damaged stones in the retaining walls and arch. A new asphalt driving surface will be paved on both bridges.

KYTC is coordinating the bridge repairs with the Louisville Metro Parks and Recreation Department.

American Contracting & Services, Inc. was awarded this contract in the amount of $693,285. Construction is scheduled for completion in November 2016.

Short Term Registration Now Available
On August 1, the regulations for short term rentals approved by Metro Council went into effect. Please use the Frequently Asked Questions, Metro Council Ordinances or other links below as a guide and a starting point to have your questions answered if you are interested in using a home as a short term rental. 
 
A few things to know:
· All short term rental hosts must submit an annual registration form, register with the Revenue Commission, post an evacuation plan and meet smoke detector requirements. All short term rentals are prohibited from serving or providing food and alcohol and from posting outdoor signage.

· The term short term rental does not apply to hotel or motel rooms, extended stay lodging facilities, bed and breakfast inn or boarding and lodging hotel rooms. Therefore, these exact regulations do not apply to those facilities. 

· At no time shall more persons reside in the short term rental than two times the number of bedrooms plus four individuals. For example if a short term rental has 3 bedrooms, than 10 people may reside in that short term rental.

· Short term rentals regulations do not supersede lease agreements, homeowner's association bylaws, covenants, deed restrictions, or any other agreement, law or regulation that prohibits subletting or use of your dwelling as a short term rental. 

· Short term rentals are currently not permitted in Anchorage, Douglass Hills, Graymoor-Devondale, Hurstbourne, Indian Hills, Jeffersontown, Lyndon, Middletown, Prospect, Shively, St. Matthews and St. Regis Park. All these places have their own zoning authority and have not yet adopted the short term rental ordinance that Metro Council adopted. Metro Council has zoning authority over all of Metro Louisville except the aforementioned places.

· Failure to register a short term rental is equivalent to operating without a permit and will result in enforcement action

· Based on where you live and if you live in the home you are using as a short term rental, your application process could vary from someone else. Those scenarios are spelled out below.
If you are allowed to have a short term rental by right, you still need to take note of and follow the Metro Council short term rental ordinance. Highlights from the ordinance are in the bullet points above. 
Residential zoning: R-R, R-E, R-1, R-2, R-3, R-4, R-5, U-N, R-5A, R-5B, R-6, R-7, R-8A
Commercial zoning: OR, OR-1, OR-2, OR-3, OTF, C-N, C-R, C-1, C-2, C-3, C-M, W-1, W-2, PVD, PTD PRD
TNZD: TNZD zoned properties are located in Old Louisville and Limerick.
 
If the short term rental is YOUR PRIMARY RESIDENCE and your property is zoned RESIDENTIAL…
You are allowed to operate a short term rental by right.
 
If the short term rental is YOUR PRIMARY RESIDENCE and your property is zoned COMMERCIAL…
You are allowed to operate a short term rental by right.
 
If the short term rental is YOUR PRIMARY RESIDENCE and your property is zoned TNZD…
You are allowed to operate a short term rental with an approved Conditional Use Permit.
 
If the short term rental is NOT YOUR PRIMARY RESIDENCE and your property is zoned RESIDENTIAL…
You are allowed to operate a short term rental with an approved Conditional Use Permit.
 
If the short term rental is NOT YOUR PRIMARY RESIDENCE and your property is zoned COMMERCIAL…
You are allowed to operate a short term rental by right.
 
If the short term rental is NOT YOUR PRIMARY RESIDENCE and your property is zoned TNZD…
You are allowed to operate a short term rental with an approved Conditional Use Permit. 
 
The Short Term Rental Annual Application Form is attached to this email. There is a $25 annual fee to register your primary residence.
