Sustainability Story: Trees
With fall approaching, now is the time to begin planning to help  increase our community’s tree canopy by planting a tree.   People often think about planting trees in the spring and summer months when trees are in flower, full of fruit or are covered with beautiful leaves. However, the ideal time to plant is during the tree's dormant season, after leaf drop in the fall and before bud-break in the spring. This time period is the least stressful to the tree because it is not actively trying to grow.

Before you plant, determine the location and select a species that will be able to thrive in the environment, taking into account soil health, sun and overhead obstructions.  Next, select a species that is right for the location.

Eleven thousand of those applications are new registered voters. The remaining 26,000 are folks who are updating their registration.” The deadline to register for the November 8, 2016 General Election is October 11, 2016.
