Sustainability Story: Free Tree Giveaways

A few things to remember before planting a tree: 1) Call Before You Dig at 811 to have utility lines in your yard clearly marked so you don’t damage any underground pipes; 2) if planting in the right-of-way, contact MetroCall at 574-5000 to obtain a free permit; 3) make sure you are planting the right type of tree for the space you have available.

Lexington Road Safety Project Meetings

Metro Louisville has scheduled two public meetings regarding Lexington Road at 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, April 19 and Thursday, May 18 at the Girl Scouts of Kentuckiana, 2115 Lexington Road.

· The Lexington Road project is to improve safety along the corridor while maintaining functionality. It is an implementation of the Lexington Road Corridor Transportation Plan which involved community engagement and was completed in 2015

· The scope of the project is Lexington Rd through the intersections of Payne St and Grinstead Dr

· It is in coordination with a repaving of the roadway slated for later this year

· Travel lanes will be reduced from 4 to 2 in order to calm traffic (speed reductions, lane changing, passing, etc.)

· Left turn bay on eastbound Lexington Rd to northbound Grinstead Dr (to I-64) will be extended to accommodate rush hour congestion

· Dedicated left turn lanes will be introduced at Girl Scouts of Kentuckiana and The Woods at Lexington Road

· New dedicated left turn lanes from Lexington Rd to Payne St

· Remaining right of way will be dedicated to painted medians and bike facilities

· Creates a safer environment for all users

· Improvements in safety and functionality are projected at the intersections of Payne and Grinstead

· Lexington Rd is very similar in design to Grinstead Dr which underwent a similar treatment (2012) and has shown a 67% reduction in collisions

· The April 19 and May 18 meetings will be an opportunity to see and discuss the design

· Metro has funding to study Lexington Rd from Payne St to Baxter Ave for additional improvements in the future

Shelbyville Road Sidewalks and Paving 

Contractors for the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet (KYTC) are currently working on sidewalk ramp repairs along Shelbyville Road between Breckenridge Lane and Thierman Lane in St. Matthews. The ramps are being brought into ADA compliance. Lane closures and delays are possible in this area weekdays 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and weeknights 7 p.m. until 6 a.m. the following morning.

Paving on Shelbyville Road is scheduled to begin in mid-April with lane closures taking place in the evenings and on weekends. No lane closures will be permitted during the weekends of Thunder Over Louisville and the Kentucky Derby. Louisville Paving was awarded this contract in the amount of $3 million. The project is scheduled for completion by the end of June 2017. The date and duration of this work may be adjusted if inclement weather or other unforeseen delays occur.

New Development Planned in St. Matthews 

Plans are in the works to move Tafel Motors from 4156 Shelbyville Road in D9 and St. Matthews to a location further east in Jefferson County and build an eight-story apartment complex in its place.
Floors two through eight would be apartments with underground parking. Parking would also be added in front for retail space, which may include a restaurant on the first floor.
Ultimately, the project must have final approval from the St. Matthews City Council.

Jefferson County PVA, Tony Lindauer, in conjunction with City of St. Matthews Mayor, Rick Tonini, and the St. Matthews Chamber of Commerce will host a special community meeting on April 18th at 6:30 p.m. at the St. Matthews Community Center, 310 Ten Pen Lane. Lindauer and the PVA staff will discuss the upcoming 2017 PVA Commercial Property Reassessment.

The 2017 commercial reassessment included a total of 7,634 parcels. The reassessment area is best defined as the commercial parcels located east of Interstate 65 inside the Watterson Expressway and north of Interstate 64 to the Ohio River and Oldham/Shelby county lines. 

The area includes parts of Bardstown Road, Shelbyville Road, Frankfort Avenue, Westport Road, Hurstbourne Parkway, and Brownsboro Road. These areas have been some of the strongest commercial growth corridors in all of Jefferson County.

The signs alert residents that there is No Parking between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on sweeping day.  Vehicles parked in “No Parking” areas are subject to citation and/or towing. Residents should not park in affected areas until after 5:00 p.m. even if it appears an area has been swept, as sweepers may return before that time. The No Parking zone covers both sides of the street, though signs may only be posted on one side.

Clifton's Revised Architectural Design Guidelines 
After a five-year review process spearheaded by Clifton volunteers, rewritten and freshly-illustrated Architectural Design Guidelines for Clifton's Historic Preservation District are published on Louisville Metro's Landmarks web site.  An all-volunteer Task Force commenced the review-and-rewrite project in November, 2011, and conducted over thirty-five public meetings before delivering its completed work product for publication last Fall.  Task-Force-member Phil Samuel performed the Task Force's final act by presenting the illustrated revised Guidelines to the Louisville Landmarks Commission at its February 2017 public meeting (read Phil's remarks here).  

All Clifton property owners need to know that any planned exterior change to any Clifton building or property -- including demolition or new construction -- must be reviewed and approved through Metro's Landmarks Office (502-574-6230) before the planned change is started. Clifton's Design Guidelines are essential because they stipulate the rules and standards that help Landmarks officials determine whether a proposed change is appropriate for the Historic District, and thus whether the proposed change should be approved, altered, or -- in rare cases -- disallowed.  Clifton's newly-illustrated Guidelines go a step further by educating property owners through Clifton-specific introductions, explanations, examples, graphics, and photographs.
