Crescent Hill United Methodist Church (CHUM)is one of the three faith communities being recognized with a Hope in Action Award this year. Crescent Hill United Methodist Church has been working on sustainability initiatives for over 20 years – the congregation has always been forward thinking as improvements were made in the building or old equipment was replaced with new more efficient equipment.  In 1996 or 1997, the congregation rallied to raise money for and installed new energy efficient windows for the entire building, including protection for the beautiful stained glass windows.  The building is zoned with separate HVAC systems on programmable thermostats so only occupied areas have conditioned air.  Through a grant, they replaced all the lighting throughout the building from incandescent and T-12s to more energy efficient T-8s.  They are now replacing the sanctuary lights with LED for additional savings, moving from 300 Watts incandescent bulbs to 68 Watts/bulb for compact fluorescents and now 38 Watts/bulb for LEDs for over 40 fixtures.  The most recent change is a brand new boiler system for the sanctuary and social hall that replaced two HUGE old coal fired boilers (converted to natural gas) to an extremely energy efficient model.  These are but a few of the ways CHUM tries to be good stewards of the planet, not using more resources than needed and leaving resources for future generations.  They continue to consider additional ways to conserve resources in a high density area of Louisville where residents truly care about sustainability.
