No Garbage, Recycling or Yard Waste Collection

There will be no residential garbage, recycling or yard waste collection within the Louisville Metro Urban Services District (former Louisville city limits) on Thanksgiving, Thursday, November 23. Residents who normally have garbage/yard waste/recycling collection on Thursday will have service instead on Friday, Nov. 24. The regular Friday collection will be delayed until Saturday, Nov. 25. Collection will also be delayed in the City of St. Matthews.

Staffed recycling centers and the Metro Waste Reduction Center will be closed Thursday, November 23 and Friday, November 24. Leaf drop-off will also not be available those days. All three services will resume on Saturday.
The HazBin hazardous waste facility at 7501 Grade Lane will be closed on Saturday, November 25.
Residents who rely on private haulers for garbage, recycling and yard waste collection should consult those haulers about holiday collection schedules.

Two New Parking Lots at VA Medical Center Now Open
With several ravines on the property now filled in with truckloads of rock and dirt from several MSD sewage basin projects, the Robley Rex VA Medical Center can now park employee and visitor cars on 400 new parking places in its two new big parking lots. Cars belonging to employees and visitors began parking there August 29.
“This closes down the three leases on parking lots on Mellwood Avenue,” announced Irvon Clear, Chief Engineer and Facility Manager for the hospital. “Now a veteran or his family can show up and park in any of the 100 spaces available after employees fill approximately 300 parking spaces.”

Cars no longer need to park along Country Club Road (where most parking has already been prohibited) or on the Mellwood Avenue lot, and visitors do not need to take shuttle buses from Mellwood to the hospital.

The parking lots were completed at virtually no expense to the hospital through the use of rock from the MSD projects.  (Article reprinted from Clifton Heights News.)
