Hepatitis A is spreading in Louisville. Hepatitis A is a serious liver disease that can easily be passed from person to person. Anyone can get hepatitis A. It spreads when people do not wash their hands before making food and drinks. It also spreads through close contact with people who have hepatitis A. Washing your hands with soap and warm water after using the bathroom, changing a diaper, or before making food and drinks can help stop the spread of hepatitis A.

Vaccinations are available for people at high risk (see below) and are covered by many insurance plans.

Do you instead file your own taxes? Through the LABC website there are two options to self-file online. The “Turbo Tax Freedom Edition” is available if you have $33,000 or less in income. The software has a well-designed interview process that guides you through the process of making decisions about your filing status, inputting your income and making decisions about deductions and tax credits for which you may qualify. The other option is “My Free Taxes”, which is available if you make $64,000 or less. This program is developed by H&R Block and uses an interview process. Sustainability Story: A Walk on the Weed Side

The Louisville Nature Center has many ways to learn about the native flora and fauna of our area. Next week, D9 resident Pat Haragan will teach a class on weeds. 

Pat is a botanist and author of The Olmsted Parks of Louisville: A Botanical Field Guide.  The class will be held at the Louisville Nature Center (LNC), 3745 Illinois Avenue, on Saturday, April 7, from 10:00-11:30 am.  The class will include a weed identification walk so dress for weather and bring a field guide and hand lens if you have them. Pat will discuss plant identification characteristics of the weeds found growing on the property of the LNC as well as their life histories and interesting facts and lore.
