MSD Expands Tunnel; Eliminates Basin at Lexington and Grinstead 

The MSD Board voted this week to expand a massive underground tunnel to Lexington and Grinstead and eliminate a combined sewer overflow basin planned at the site. 

The Waterway Protection Tunnel will capture combined sewer overflow points that now discharge millions of gallons of sewage and rainwater into the South Fork of Beargrass Creek and the Ohio River. 
The tunnel will allow capture of 98 percent of these overflows and store the mixture until the rain subsides and sewer system capacity is available. The mixture will then be pumped back into the sewer system and conveyed to MSD’s Morris Forman Water Quality Treatment Center resulting in a safer, cleaner environment and waterways for MSD’s community.

The tunnel begins just west of the central business district, at 12th and Rowan streets and was to continue east and southeast for 2.5 miles, ending near The Home of the Innocents on East Main Street. The expansion takes the tunnel further east to Lexington and Grinstead. 

MSD has assured me that plans for a trailhead to the Beargrass Creek Greenway will continue despite the elimination of the basin. Watch future editions of the eNews for more information about the trailhead and the eventual reopening of the Greenway.

Jefferson County residents may drop off storm debris free of charge through Friday, July 27. Eligible debris includes tree limbs and other compostable materials. No construction or demolition materials, shingles, municipal garbage or manmade materials will be accepted.
