No Garbage, Recycling or Yard Waste Pickup on Labor Day
There will be no residential garbage, recycling or yard waste collection within the Louisville Metro Urban Services District (former Louisville city limits) on Monday, September 3, in observance of the Labor Day holiday. Collection through the week will be delayed by one day beginning with the regular Monday pickups occurring on Tuesday.
Garbage pickup in St. Matthews will also be delayed because of the holiday.

Other District 9 residents who rely on private haulers for garbage, recycling and yard waste collection should consult those haulers about holiday collection schedules.

Also, Jefferson County staffed recycling, hazardous waste and waste reduction facilities will be closed on Saturday, September 1 in recognition of the holiday and closed on Monday as usual.
Hike, Bike & Paddle – September 3
Thousands of cyclists, walkers, canoeists and kayakers will hit the streets and the Ohio River on Labor Day, Monday, September 3, for the 26th Hike, Bike & Paddle at Waterfront Park.
Subway Restaurants is again the title sponsor of the events. It will be distributing $2.00 gift cards at the Subway tent. 
Paddlers will begin their adventurous five-mile course at 10 a.m., taking their canoes and kayaks through the McAlpine Locks and Dam to the Jaycees Boat Ramp in New Albany. Participants will launch their canoes or kayaks at the ramp located at the Harbor Lawn of Waterfront Park. Paddlers can drop their boats off at the “Green” parking lot near River Road and Witherspoon Street from 7:30 – 9:30 a.m. Patrons will have the opportunity to try their hand at stand-up paddle boarding provided by Kentucky Paddleboarding LLC until 1:00 p.m. 
For cyclists, a 15.5-mile route will leave Waterfront Park and go west to Shawnee Park and back to Waterfront Park. Bicyclists choosing not to complete the entire route to Iroquois Park can simply turn around to return to Waterfront Park.
The hiking route features three different routes to accommodate all participants, including those with four legs. Nu Image Fitness will lead the 5K hike along Waterfront Park and over the Big Four Bridge to Jeffersonville, and back to the Great Lawn. Because dogs are not allowed on the bridge, hikers with animals will be directed on a separate path leading to the Louisville Community Boathouse and back to the Great Lawn. For those needing a shortened route, the third option will travel along Waterfront Park and turn around at the Big Four Bridge. It is wheelchair and stroller-accessible. Walkers may bring dogs to participate in the hike, as long as the animal is on a leash and owners pick up waste during the walk, as required by law.

More than 50 vendors and information booths will open at 8:30 a.m. at Waterfront Park.  Participants can take home one of the 3,000 free Subway Fresh Fit Hike, Bike & Paddle T-shirts commemorating the event. These are available while supplies last.
Participants are encouraged to be “green” and bring their own water bottles which they will be able to fill at Waterfront Park and at various water stations along the routes, as part of Louisville Water’s Pure Tap To Go program.

This meeting has been scheduled to further discuss the proposed two rezoning cases (shown below with links to the Planning Commission files) prior to scheduled Planning Commission public hearings on Thursday, September 20. If you are not able to attend the hearings, you may submit your comments to the Planning Commission prior to September 20th. Case manager is Joel Dock, Planner II, 502-574-5860, joel.dock@louisvilleky.gov. 

Earlier this week, a Planning Commission committee scheduled the cases for the September 20 public hearings. I spoke at the committee to note that no intended use of either property had been revealed, which makes it impossible to require further review if the use changes. The current rezoning applications would allow any C-1 use and other uses with a Conditional Use Permit. A listing of permitted uses is here. As with all rezoning cases, I urge people to make their voices heard at neighborhood meetings like the one next week, the public hearing and/or by email.

There are more than 80 free trainings on a proven suicide prevention technique being offered around our city.  Anyone 18 or older can take the training.  You need no health, healthcare, mental health or counseling knowledge to participate.  The training, called Question, Persuade, Refer (QPR), helps participants learn the myths about suicide as well as warning signs, and includes how to give someone hope and help.
