Homeless Funding Approved and Community Challenged To Do More
Last Thursday night, Metro Council unanimously approved a special appropriation of almost $550,000 to provide services for people experiencing homelessness in Louisville.  The ordinance, which I sponsored, sent the bulk of the surplus funds from the 2017-2018 Fiscal Year to Louisville’s Office of Resilience and Community Services, to provide emergency sheltering and storage. The funding is intended to be a bridge to more permanent solutions, which we have asked to be presented to Metro Council by April 25.

Metro Government cannot do this alone.  I was very pleased to see the Honorable Order of Kentucky Colonels step up with a $25,000 emergency grant to the Coalition for the Homeless and even happier to see the Colonels say that the intention was to “get the ball rolling and encourage other non-profit organizations and the Louisville community to join us and partner with the Coalition.”

No Garbage, Recycling or Yard Waste Pickup 
Solid waste collection services will be altered under the following schedule for the Christmas and New Year’s holiday weeks:
Garbage/yard waste/recycling:
There will be no residential garbage, yard waste or recycling collection on Tuesday, December 25 and Tuesday, January 1 in the Urban Services District (former Louisville city limits). Residents who normally have garbage/yard waste/recycling collection on Tuesday will have service instead on Wednesday, December 26 and Wednesday, January 2. The Wednesday-Friday schedule will also be delayed by one day.
Collections in St. Matthews will not occur on Tuesday, December 25 and Tuesday, January 1 and service will be delayed one day for the rest of the week.

Sustainability Story: Curbside and Drop-off Christmas Tree Disposal 
Metro Public Works will provide curbside pickup of Christmas trees within the Urban Services District (the old City of Louisville boundaries) after the holiday. Beginning Wednesday, December 26, residents with City curbside yard waste pickup may set their Christmas trees and greenery out on their regular collection day. Trees must not be in plastic bags, and all decorations and lights must be removed.
In St. Matthews, trees can be set out by the street on your regularly scheduled trash day. 

Residents normally serviced by private waste haulers should check with those companies to see whether and when tree pickup is available.
Drop-off sites will also be available for all Louisville/Jefferson County residents at three locations on the dates below. Two of the three drop-off sites will also instantly recycle trees into mulch that will be offered back to citizens for home use.
Those wishing to receive mulch must bring an appropriate container in which to carry it. Trees picked up from curbside will also be recycled but not offered as mulch. All lights and ornaments should be removed from trees before they are set out or dropped off.
Christmas tree vendors may recycle their unsold trees on Wednesday, December 26 only, and only at the Hubbards Lane site.

Yard Waste Suspended January – March

If you keep your Christmas tree up into January, be aware that it won’t be picked up curbside unless it is set out by January 18.

Louisville Metro Solid Waste Management will be suspending the collection of yard waste in the Urban Services District (USD) beginning on January 21 through March 9, 2019. While individuals may request collection as needed during this time through MetroCall at 574-5000, please plan to set out your yard waste – including Christmas trees – BEFORE January 21.

Helen Keller’s Desk on Display

“Today, as we unveil Helen Keller’s desk, we are celebrating more than history — we’re celebrating Helen Keller’s spirit,” he said. “It continues to give a lot of people, with disabilities or without, the hope to have a future as big and as bold as Helen Keller’s.”
