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Last Call for Yard Waste

This is the last call for regular yard waste pickup before is it suspended for the winter! 

Louisville Metro Solid Waste Management will be suspending the collection of yard waste in the Urban Services District (USD) beginning on January 21 through April 1, 2019 (the end date is new, changed since the first notice in our eNews). While individuals may request collection as needed during this time through MetroCall at 574-5000, please plan to set out your yard waste – including Christmas trees – BEFORE January 19.

Curbside and Drop-off Christmas Tree Disposal 
Metro Public Works is providing curbside pickup of Christmas trees within the Urban Services District (the old City of Louisville boundaries) until yard waste pickup is suspended for the winter. Residents with City curbside yard waste pickup may set their Christmas trees and greenery out on their regular collection day. Trees must not be in plastic bags, and all decorations and lights must be removed. With yard waste collection suspended after January 18, don’t delay!
In St. Matthews, trees can be set out by the street on your regularly scheduled trash day. 

Residents normally serviced by private waste haulers should check with those companies to see whether and when tree pickup is available.
Drop-off Christmas tree service is also available for all Louisville/Jefferson County residents at 636 Meriwether Avenue through January 31.

Keepers of the Dream on Sunday 

One of the many ways Louisville commemorates the Martin Luther King Jr. Day is the annual “Keepers of the Dream” celebration on Sunday, January 20.  

The event is organized by the Kentucky Center ArtsReach program, in collaboration with the office of Mayor Greg Fischer and River City Drum Corp. This annual community arts celebration honors Dr. King's vision. Come enjoy an evening of wonderful performances as well as the presentation of the Freedom Award by Mayor Fischer. The Freedom Award recognizes citizens who have dedicated their lives to promoting justice, peace, freedom, non-violence, racial equality and civic activism.  This year it will be presented to Diane Porter, educator and Jefferson County Public Schools board chair. 
A native and lifelong resident of Louisville, Porter’s immense impact on our community’s young people as an educator and leader spans generations. During her remarkable 39-year tenure with JCPS, Porter demonstrated a tremendous commitment to educating youth in many roles, where she gained an expansive viewpoint on our city’s education system. Following her retirement in 2009, she has continued to offer her wealth of knowledge as a JCPS board member representing District 1. She made history when she became the first African American woman to serve as JCPS board chair in 2012. I served with Chair Porter as a Bingham Fellow in 2014, working particularly on education issues in West Louisville neighborhoods.
Mayor Fischer will present the Freedom Award on Sunday, January 20 during the “Keepers of the Dream” community arts celebration dedicated to Dr. King, at the Brown Theatre, 315 West Broadway. The event features a variety of speakers and performances. It is 

free and open to the public, and begins at 5 p.m.

Sustainability Story: Louisville Sets 80% Greenhouse Gas Reduction Target

On December 21, 2018, Mayor Greg Fischer announced that Louisville is joining cities across the globe by setting a goal of an 80% reduction in greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions by 2050.
In May 2016, Mayor Fischer signed the Global Covenant of Mayors, committing Louisville to a three-step process including conducting an inventory, setting a reduction target and creating a strategy to meet that target. The 2016 Community Greenhouse Gas Emissions Inventory Report indicated a 10.1% reduction in emissions between 2010 and 2016. 
For Louisville, the next step is to develop a strategy on how we as a community will achieve the reduction target and support our goals for creating a more resilient, equitable and environmentally just city. Staff from the Office of Sustainability will meet with community groups in the coming months to gather feedback and further elaborate on next steps. The service is FREE if you earned $64,000 Adjusted Gross Income (AGI) or less in 2018 or if you qualify for the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC). The software has a well-designed interview process that guides you through the process of making decisions about your filing status, inputting your income and making decisions about deductions and tax credits for which you may qualify. The other option is “My Free Taxes”, which is available if you make $64,000 or less. This program is developed by H&R Block and uses an interview process.
