Dockless vehicles are power assisted scooters that can be checked out from a fleet without human assistance or going to a docking station. These find-and-ride vehicles offer a fun and easy option for getting around the city. But they can be dangerous if riders don't follow the rules. Here's a list of common sense dos and don'ts:

· One rider per scooter

· Must ride in roadways, and in bike lanes or bike paths where available
· Must not ride on sidewalks

· Keep to the right of the rightmost lane, except when making left turns

· Yield to pedestrians

· Offer the right of way to bicycles in bike lanes

· Obey all traffic laws

· When parking, do not obstruct walking area of sidewalk or block building entrances

· Wear a helmet
