We have some remarkable opportunities with American Rescue Plan funding, and I want to make sure we make the most of them. There are also many District 9 initiatives that I want to complete. 

Serving you has been a real honor and I look forward to continuing to do it full time for eighteen more months. 
Recycling Changes in Effect Week of July 12
Recycling collection in the Urban Services District (USD) begins a bi-weekly schedule the week of July 12.

Any household that participated in recycling during the waste container audit and did NOT already have a 65 or 95-gallon recycling cart should be receiving a larger, blue-topped cart. If you see that carts have been delivered on your street, you are a recycler, you do not already have a 65 or 95-gallon recycling cart and you did not receive one, please fill out the online form to let Public Works know. 
Recycling in the Urban Services District (USD) in D9 will occur during the weeks of July 12, July 26, August 9, August 23, September 6, September 20, etc.

Garbage and yard waste will still be collected on a weekly basis.
Yard Waste Collection Moves Back to Friday
Yard waste collection remains on a weekly schedule. Effective the week of July 12, yard waste collection will move back to Fridays. Please place your yard waste out for collection by 6:00 a.m. on Friday, July 16 and on all future Fridays.

American Rescue Plan Public Input

Vaccination Rates Increase 
COVID-19 vaccination rates continue to increase across the community and in District 9.  As of June 26, 68.39% of residents in the 40207 zip code had been partially vaccinated.  63.56% of people living in 40206 had received at least one shot.  Both rates are among the highest in Jefferson County, where vaccination rates in the western and southern sections of the county remain relatively low, in some cases less than half of those in eastern zip codes.  Maps with vaccination rates by zip code are here.  Higher rates are in darker green colors.    
The Associated Press reported last week that “nearly all COVID-19 deaths in the U.S. now are in people who weren’t vaccinated, a staggering demonstration of how effective the shots have been and an indication that deaths per day — now down to under 300 — could be practically zero if everyone eligible got the vaccine.” Anyone 12 and older can easily get vaccinated virtually any day.  The best way to access vaccines is at the website https://www.vaccines.gov/. Enter your zip code and vaccine sites near you will appear. You’ll find links to click and numbers to call.
For residents who don’t have access to technology or have difficulty using an online process, the staff at Louisville Metro’s COVID-19 Helpline, (502) 912-8598, can assist with scheduling an appointment.

Pop-Up Drop-Off Event – July 24
Pop-Up Drop-Offs are free recycling and large item disposal events for residents of Jefferson County. Through a partnership between the Department of Public Works, the Waste Management District, and Metro Council, these events are held monthly, March through November, at various locations. 

The July event is scheduled for Saturday, July 24, from 10:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. at Metro Fleet Services, 3515 Newburg Road.
Residents can have documents shredded, recycle electronics, tires, and scrap metal, dispose of prescription medication and bulky items, and compost yard debris. Items must be separated into those various categories for easy off-loading at each area. Limitations and guidelines are found at Louisvilleky.gov/PopUps. 
The goal is to give all Jefferson County residents opportunities to dispose of unwanted items properly and to keep as much material out of the landfill as possible.

You can also recycle up to three electronic devices, up to four tires, and dispose of up to three large household items for free, year-round at the Waste Reduction Center at 636 Meriwether Avenue.
