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No Curbside Recycling This Week!  
Louisville’s Urban Services District is in the second cycle of the switch to every other week curbside recycling pickup. As part of that process, Solid Waste Management Services (SWMS) is also distributing free 95-gallon blue-topped carts to individuals who were recycling with small orange bins. 

The changes are designed to promote more efficiency in our recycling efforts, without reducing recycling citywide. I’ve researched what other cities are doing and every other week curbside recycling in large carts, with weekly garbage collection, is the practice and the growing trend all over the country. Cincinnati, Austin, Madison, Houston, and Chicago (to name just a few) all offer every other week recycling.  Nashville collects recyclables once per month! It’s not efficient – or environmentally friendly – to have trucks making weekly trips up and down our streets to pick up recyclables in half empty containers.  

Getting everyone who recycles a blue-topped cart, which Louisville obtained at no taxpayer expense through grants, is a critical part of this change – and an ongoing process.    

The first round of cart deliveries has been completed and residents who were missed have been signing up to request a cart.  If you have already signed up, please be patient and DON’T sign up again. If you have not signed up, you can do that here. 

This is NOT a curbside recycling collection week. The calendar is below, with recycling weeks marked in blue.  Garbage and yard waste is still collected weekly.    
Recycling in most of D9 will occur next Friday, August 13, again on Friday, August 27 and so forth. If recycling is missed, please contact Metro311 at 574-5000 or email metro.311@louisvilleky.gov, with your address, where you set out for collection and when it was missed. You can then follow-up with my office, referencing your service request (SR) number. For the SWMS schedule, alerts and more, please click here.

COVID-19 Cases Increasing 
COVID-19 cases in Louisville continue to climb due to the highly transmissible Delta variant. In all Metro buildings, visitors are now required to wear face coverings, no matter your vaccination status.
Vaccination rates are slowly increasing. As of July 31, 70.35% of 40207 residents had received at least one shot; 65.72% of 40206 residents were partially vaccinated. Some areas of Jefferson County have much lower vaccination rates, in some cases just half of the 40207 rate.

Anyone 12 and older can easily get vaccinated virtually any day.  The best way to access vaccines is at the website https://www.vaccines.gov/. Enter your zip code and vaccine sites near you will appear. You’ll find links to click and numbers to call.

For residents who don’t have access to technology or have difficulty using an online process, the staff at Louisville Metro’s COVID-19 Helpline, (502) 912-8598, can assist with scheduling an appointment.

Water Company Work Coming to Frankfort Avenue
Later this month, Louisville Water is expected to begin a one-year project near the Crescent Hill Water Treatment Plant to replace one of its oldest water mains and install additional pipes to deliver more drinking water.  The Frankfort Avenue Main Replacement Project will increase the size and reliability of critical water mains near the treatment plant.  This investment includes work on Frankfort, Stilz, and Reservoir Avenues.  The project includes two phases:
 

Phase I begins on August 18 with the installation of a 60-inch diameter main in the middle of Frankfort Avenue between Stilz Avenue and Reservoir Avenue.  A 36-inch diameter main will be removed.  This pipe was installed in 1877, the same year that Rutherford B. Hayes was president and Thomas Edison introduced the phonograph.  This phase will also involve the installation of a 60-inch main on Stilz Avenue from Grinstead Drive to Frankfort Avenue.  Louisville Water will provide regular updates on the project, including road closures and detours, as plans are finalized.  (We’ll share those in this newsletter and, in between editions, on our social media pages. See below for more information on ways to access those sites). 
 

Phase II of the Frankfort Avenue Main Replacement Project is slated to begin in early 2022 and will involve the installation of a new 42-inch diameter main at Frankfort and Reservoir Avenues.

Building Backup Power 
Construction is complete on a $13 million backup generator facility at Louisville Water’s Crescent Hill Water Treatment Plant. This project began in February 2018. Testing of the generators in the new facility was completed in early 2021, and they are now fully operational.

The Crescent Hill plant handles most of Louisville Water’s daily production of drinking water to nearly one million people. (Louisville Water added standby generators at its smaller facility, the B.E. Payne Water Treatment Plant, in 2005.) 

There was a critical need for backup power at Crescent Hill. If both current electrical feeds were lost during a storm or other emergency, Louisville Water would have needed to rely on a more than 50-year-old LG&E gas turbine generator to produce, pump, and deliver drinking water while the electrical feeds were repaired. This gas turbine is not located at the Crescent Hill property and if used, power would have been routed through overhead lines. LG&E has indicated plans to decommission this facility in the near future as well. 

The new standby generator facility includes a two-story building in the northwest corner of Louisville Water’s property near Frankfort and Stilz Avenues. The building is designed to resemble the historic buildings on the property. 

The northwest corner provides a good location for the facility because it doesn’t interfere with large water mains and other underground lines, but it’s near the plant’s current electrical feeds and a nearby substation. 

Louisville Water has also made substantial progress on a $15.4 million backup generator at Louisville Water Tower Park. This project began in November of 2019 and is scheduled to be completed by the end of 2021. The generator will supply backup power for the Zorn Avenue Pumping Station.

MSD Tree Planting Grants Available

The Louisville MSD Urban Reforestation Grants Program is now accepting applications for tree planting projects. Grants will pay for trees planted within the MSD Drainage Service area, which includes all of Jefferson County except for the cities of Shively, Jeffersontown, St. Matthews and Anchorage. The MSD Urban Reforestation Program plants 1,000 trees annually by working with local residents, businesses, municipal organizations and neighborhood associations. These trees redirect an average of 1.35 million gallons of stormwater away from the sewer system every year, which decreases sewer overflows into our waterways. By planting more trees, MSD not only absorbs stormwater but also reduces erosion and flooding, provides shade, reduces noise pollution and carbon dioxide in the air, and

provides a habitat for nearby wildlife.
Notice of Action on Construction Permit
The Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District (District) proposes to issue a construction permit to D.D. Williamson & Co., Inc., 1901 Payne Street, in accordance with the District’s Regulation 2.17. The 30-day public comment period started on July 24, 2021, and ends on August 23, 2021. A public hearing may be scheduled if the District determines that there are germane, unresolved issues or substantial public interest, in accordance with Regulation 2.07.

Copies of the application are available upon request. Written comments will be accepted at airpermits@louisvilleky.gov until midnight or at the District office until 5:00 p.m. on August 23, 2021.

1. What is the purpose of this permit? The purpose of this permit is to install and operate two cookers for liquid caramel coloring. The cookers’ exhaust will be routed to the existing Venturi type wet scrubber.

2. Will this permit increase air pollution? This permit will potentially increase controlled Sulfur Dioxide (SO2) emissions by 3.24 tons per year.

3. Does this facility have a history of non-compliance? The history of non-compliance is detailed in the Statement of Basis.

4. Where can I find out more? Additional information, including emissions units, potential and past actual emissions, applicable rules, and air pollution control equipment, are summarized in the Statement of Basis. The Draft Permit details the application of these rules to the emissions units and air pollution control equipment and includes the monitoring, recordkeeping, and reporting that the District deems is necessary to demonstrate compliance.
