I’m on my way to a Louisville Independent Business Alliance event tonight, and as the weather warms up and we all start to come out of our Winter shells, I want to remind everyone to continue to shop Locally! Rightsizing Meeting Tonight
I invite the District 9 community to attend the third public meeting tonight, March 23, to discuss the rightsizing of Frankfort Avenue.  The meeting will be hosted by myself, Louisville Forward, and the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet, and will be held at 6:30 p.m. at St. Joseph Children’s Home, located at 2823 Frankfort Avenue.
Rightsizing is also referred to as a road diet or road reconfiguration. It’s a proven safety countermeasure according to the Federal Highway Administration. Rightsizing makes streets safer by reducing speeds and weaving between lanes.
The whole of Frankfort Avenue will be discussed, primarily between Stilz Avenue and Lexington Road. There are currently four lanes on Frankfort Avenue, which will be converted into two travel lanes with a center turn lane.
