Frankfort Ave Repaving Update
You may have noticed temporary or partially installed striping along Frankfort Ave.  Our latest update from KYTC was that final pavement markings are expected to begin this week and may take 3-4 weeks to complete, depending on weather and coordination with parking restrictions.  Once the project is complete, the District 9 office will confirm that the repaving matches the final design plan that was to be implemented.
Cannons Lane Sidewalk Update
Metro has received authorization to begin to bid out the construction for the Cannons Lane sidewalk project.  The estimated timeline can be found below:
· Bid out project in mid Oct. (takes 3 weeks)
· Award & Get Construction Contract signed (takes 6 weeks)
· Tree Removal begins in Feb.
· Construction begins early March 2024
Waste Tire Collection
Every three years, Jefferson County hosts a Waste Tire Collection Event. The next event is October 5, 6, and 7 at 1030 Phillips Lane, across from the Kentucky Exposition Center. Thursday & Friday, 7 a.m. - 3:30 p.m., Saturday, 7 a.m. - 1 p.m. Tires must be separated by type prior to arrival. Any Kentucky resident is eligible to dispose of an unlimited number of tires EXCEPT tire retailers, scrap/salvage yards, and recycling facilities. 

Final Walking Wednesday of the Season

Here are some established measures you can take to safeguard your home. 
· Install deadbolts on your doors
· Draw the curtains/blinds at night
· Install motion sensor lights outside
· Install a peephole in your door
· Install a home security system
· Install a home security camera such as Ring or SimpliSafe
Home security camera systems are quite popular these days. It’s not clear if they deter crime but they certainly provide the potential for good leads. Home installed cameras have helped LMPD solve hundreds, and possibly more crimes over the years. LMPD can’t recommend a particular brand, but they can recommend looking into one if you don’t already have one.
