AS TREES WITHIN THE TCCA'S ARE LOST THROUGH NATURAL CAUSES, NEW TREES SHALL BE PLANTED IN ORDER TO MAINTAIN MINIMUM TREE CANOPY AS SPECIFIED ON THE APPROVED DEVELOPMENT OR PRELIMINARY SUBDIVISION PLAN. 2. DIMENSION LINES HAVE BEEN USED ON THIS PLAN TO ESTABLISH THE GENERAL LOCATION OF TCCA'S AND DIMENSION LINES HAVE BEEN USED ON THIS PLAN TO ESTABLISH THE GENERAL LOCATION OF TCCA'S AND REPRESENT MINIMUM DISTANCES. THE FINAL BOUNDARY FOR EACH TCPA SHALL BE ESTABLISHED IN THE FIELD TO INCLUDE CANOPY AREA OF ALL TREES AT OR WITHIN THE DIMENSION LINE.  3. TREE PROTECTION FENCING SHALL BE ERECTED ADJACENT TO ALL TCCA'S PRIOR TO SITE DISTURBANCE TREE PROTECTION FENCING SHALL BE ERECTED ADJACENT TO ALL TCCA'S PRIOR TO SITE DISTURBANCE APPROVAL TO PROTECT THE EXISTING TREE STANDS AND THEIR ROOT SYSTEMS. THE FENCING SHALL BE LOCATED AT LEAST THREE (3) FEET FROM THE OUTSIDE EDGE OF THE TREE CANOPY AND SHALL REMAIN IN PLACE UNTIL ALL CONSTRUCTION IS COMPLETED.  4. NO PARKING, MATERIAL STORAGE OR CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES ARE PERMITTED WITHIN TCCA'S. NO PARKING, MATERIAL STORAGE OR CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES ARE PERMITTED WITHIN TCCA'S. 
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
