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Cannons Lane New Sidewalk Construction UPDATE
The federally funded Cannons Lane new sidewalk project is scheduled to begin construction on June 10, 2024. Message boards and signs notifying the public were placed on June 3, 2024. The project will add 3,000 linear feet of new sidewalk along the western side of the roadway, a new curb and gutter system, as well as corresponding drainage pipes.

As part of the construction process, the southbound lane of Cannons Lane from Willis Ave. to Winchester Road will be detoured to Willis Ave., to Breckenridge Lane, to Winchester Road and back to Cannons Lane at Winchester. The northbound lane will remain open at a reduced speed (Posted speed signs will be reduced to 25 mph from 35 mph). The detour will remain in effect for the duration of the project. The construction process should take 3 – 4 months to complete. 

We apologize for the inconvenience and ask that you slowdown in construction zones.

NOTE: There will be equipment showing up on site each week. An early detour pattern was established so people get used to it before the work starts.  It is generally poor practice to allow people to drive thru a part of a construction zone one day and then completely change it the next day when the ‘actual’ work begins. This is also for constituent safety.

Join Louisville Tree Plan for a Community Workshop!
An urban forest master plan is underway in Louisville, focused on health and quality of life.  Why, you might ask? Here's what we know:
· Louisville is dealing with heat stress and challenges with air quality.  This has impacts on us all, but is especially impactful for underserved and low-income communities. 
· Trees are one of the most effective ways to deal with these issues - cooling neighborhoods, intercepting air pollutants, absorbing stormwater and more.

kNOw Waste: Tips for Unstaffed Recycling Locations
There are 14 unstaffed recycling drop-off locations. Use our online map to find one near you. Despite the smaller openings and clear signage showing what is accepted and what is not, these dumpsters still get items that don’t belong! Follow these guidelines when using the free recycling drop-off locations:
· Only recycle what is accepted:
· Paper: newspaper, magazines, mail, cups, flattened cardboard
· Empy food and beverage cartons
· Plastic: empty kitchen, laundry, bath bottles and containers
· Empty glass bottles and jars
· Empty metal cans, foil pans and wrap
· Remove packaging materials from cardboard boxes BEFORE arriving at the location. Styrofoam inserts and plastic bags/wrap are not accepted – so these items should not be left inside a box or put into the recycling dumpster.
· Flatten, fold, or cut cardboard boxes before arriving at the location. Large, intact boxes take up valuable space inside the recycling dumpsters.
· Plastic bags/wrap are not accepted! Recycle at participating stores only.
· SAFETY CONCERN: If the truck is at the location emptying the dumpsters, stand clear. Do not attempt to recycle while the truck is there!
Even if you have recycling collection at your home, you may want to use a drop-off location when you have more recycling than usual.
Recycle right! For questions about recycling, contact the kNOw Waste Education Department.

There will be no waste collection on Thursday, July 4. Thursday's garbage and yard waste will be delayed till Friday, and Friday's will be delayed till Saturday.

Tips for attending a Pop-Up Drop-Off:
Pop-Up Drop-Off events are extremely popular, and our staff strives to make the drive-through experience as efficient as possible. Here are seven tips for attending a Pop-Up Drop-Off:
1. Do not arrive early! All Pop-Up Drop-Off events start at 10 a.m. A line of vehicles causes traffic backups and prevents our equipment from entering.
2. Only bring sensitive documents to be shredded! The line for shredding is usually the longest. We have seen catalogs, paperback books, etc. being shredded, which is unnecessary and takes up valuable time.
3. Make sure no items are mixed with your documents! We've seen hammers, scissors, and toys mixed in with documents. These contaminants can break the shredding truck's equipment! 
4. Try giving away usable items first! We see a LOT of decent items being trashed or recycled at our events. Some residents even offer these items to workers - staff is not allowed to keep items. Please try to donate or give away BEFORE coming to our waste and recycling event.
5. Loads of construction materials, lumber, and loose debris are NOT allowed! Take these loads to the Waste Reduction Center at 636 Meriwether Ave instead. Pop-Up Drop-Off events are very popular - please follow the rules so we can keep the line moving.
6. Separate your loads into the various categories! More can be recycled, and the line moves faster when you are ready to offload your items at each station.
7. Check-in staff will ask for your zip code and which types of items you brought. We track this information so we can keep improving our events. Most residents bring large items, electronics, and documents for shredding. Other categories include metal (or mostly metal) items, tires, yard waste, household recyclables, prescription medication, and shoes.

Standard Design Guidelines Update Meetings
The updates to the Standard Design Guidelines have been officially adopted and are in effect! These guidelines are utilized to evaluate the Certificate of Appropriateness (COA) applications for proposed changes to the exterior of properties located in local preservation districts (except Clifton) or properties that are designated Individual Landmarks.

We are hosting meetings to share the updates with you and answer any questions you may have. Please see the attached schedule and attend one that best fits your schedule.

Learn Ways to Prevent Swimming-Related Illnesses
Children, pregnant people, and people with weakened immune systems are most at risk for swimming-related illnesses.

Recreational water might be contaminated with Crypto, which can cause life-threatening symptoms in people with weakened immune systems. These individuals should consult their healthcare provider before participating in recreational water activities, such as swimming.

Before You Get In
Pools, hot tubs, and water playgrounds with proper chlorine or bromine levels and pH are less likely to spread germs. Injuries and drowning are less likely when trained staff and adequate safety equipment are present. Before you get in: 
· Make sure the drain at the bottom of the deep end is visible. Check that the drain covers appear to be secured and in good condition.
· Check for lifeguard(s):
· If on duty, the lifeguard(s) should be focused on swimmers and not distracted.
· If no lifeguard is on duty, find the location of the safety equipment, such as a rescue ring or pole.
· Make sure no chemicals are out in the open.
Check Yourself
· Stay out of the water if you are sick with diarrhea. If you have been diagnosed with Crypto, don't go back in the water until two weeks after diarrhea has completely stopped.
· Stay out of the water if you have an open cut or wound (particularly from a surgery or piercing). If you do go in the water, use waterproof bandages to completely cover the cut or wound.
· Shower before you get in the water. Rinsing off in the shower for just one minute removes most of the dirt or anything else on your body that uses up chlorine or bromine needed to kill or inactivate germs.
Once You Are In
· Don't pee or poop in the water.
· Don't swallow the water.
· Use well-fitting, Coast Guard-approved life jackets, not air-filled toys (for example, water wings), for flotation assistance.
· Keep an eye on children at all times. Kids can drown in seconds and in silence.
· Take kids on bathroom breaks and check diapers every hour.
· Change diapers away from the water to keep germs from getting in.
· Dry ears thoroughly after swimming.
