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Storm and Flooding Recovery Efforts Surge Ahead
During his weekly press conference Tuesday, Mayor Craig Greenberg said he was happy to report that Louisville Metro is ahead of schedule when it comes to recovering from this historic flood.

Recovery efforts have been focused along River Road, downtown, east of downtown and in the far southwest corner of the city. Public Works crews, along with a contracting company, have been working around the clock to clear flood debris, trash and mud from roads, sidewalks, parking lots and other public areas. Additionally, more than 300 volunteers showed up at Waterfront Park Saturday morning to help clear debris.

“I want to give a giant thanks to all of the volunteers that came out and to all of the incredibly hardworking public servants and contractors that we are using to help recover from this,” said Mayor Greenberg. “We have some major events coming up with the Kentucky Derby Festival at Waterfront Park, starting this weekend with the PNC Tour de Lou, which is an amazing bike race. I’m thrilled to report that event, along with all of the other Kentucky Derby Festival events, will be going on as planned, as scheduled thanks to this amazing recovery effort.”

United States Senator Mitch McConnell joined Tuesday's press event and acknowledged the swift cleanup response. 

"It's been a remarkable team effort to get Kentucky ready for the Derby. Thank you for all the volunteers and all of the outstanding work that's been done," Senator McConnell said. 

Louisville Metro agencies are also working to finalize a curbside debris pick up plan for residents impacted by recent weather events. More details are expected in the coming days. Residents are encouraged to wait to bring debris to the curb until service is scheduled.

Duties include enforcing rules, monitoring activity, cleanup, water tests and more. Successfully complete the two prerequisite swimming skills evaluations on the first day of training: 
Prerequisite 1:
· Complete a swim-tread-swim sequence without stopping to rest:
· Jump into the water and totally submerge, resurface then swim 150 yards using the front crawl, breaststroke or a combination of both. (Swimming on the back or side is not permitted. Swim goggles are allowed)
· Maintain position at the surface of the water for 2 minutes by treading water using only the legs
· Swim 50 yards using the front crawl, breaststroke or a combination of both. 
Prerequisite 2:
· Complete a timed event within 1 minute, 40 seconds:
· Starting in the water, swim 20 yards. (The face may be in or out of the water. Swim goggles are not allowed).
· Submerge to a depth of 7 - 10 feet to retrieve a 10- pound object.
· Return to the surface and swim 20 yards on the back to return to the starting point, holding the object at the surface with both hands and keeping the face out at or near the surface.
· Exit the water without using a ladder or steps.

Drive by the future home of The Dot Experience at 1839 Frankfort Ave. and you’ll see great progress toward the attraction that will open in late 2026. Below are the most recent updates regarding construction of The Dot Experience.

Framing: The steel frame in an elongated checkerboard pattern on the external side serves as the framework for exterior features. You can see this from the main driveway off Frankfort Avene, directly above the large awning that will serve as the new main entrance.

Preparing for a future classroom: Leveling on the ground floor has begun for what will eventually become a classroom. The floor is visible from the corner of Frankfort Avenue and State Street.

Steel prep work: On the State Street side, work is taking place to prepare the area for a steel structure that will attach to the existing building, which dates to 1923. To honor the history of older existing buildings, some historic brickwork is included in the façade of the new museum.

Entry floor underground plumbing: There are several PVC pipes sticking straight up out of the gravel ground. This will be the first restroom upon entering the building.

Waterproofing and window frames: Waterproofing has begun on the window frames that face the Kentucky School for the Blind. When that is complete, glass will be installed.
