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From the Desk of Councilman Owen
We are really happy to announce that we have completed the Bickel Road sidewalk and South Jane Street drainage projects. When we came into office, in January of 2023, we established the goal of completing the sidewalk project that would safely connect the Crescent Spring condominiums, at the end of Bickel Road, to South Ewing Avenue and then on to Frankfort Avenue. Over the years, it was not unusual to see people walking along the edge of Bickel Road, and some of those regular walkers were elderly and visually impaired. Councilman Bill Hollander completed the first phase of the sidewalk construction on the west side of South Ewing. Last year, we were able to complete phase II of the sidewalk project from the corner of South Ewing and Bickel, almost to the intersection of South Jane Street. And then this Spring, with the help of Steve Kurowsky and Jim Mims of Metro Public Works, we were able to finish the remaining section of sidewalk. The project was also completed in collaboration with the Metropolitan Sewer District to complete a significant stormwater mitigation project on South Jane Street. This stormwater project was decades in the making, and will provide flash flood relief to the adjacent neighbors.

In addition to this large new sidewalk infrastructure project, our office has funded over $100,000 of sidewalk repair projects throughout District 9 that have yet to be completed. We are working closely with Metro Public Works and the administration to try to expedite the completion of those much needed repairs. If you have suggestions for additional infrastructure project in your area please reach out to our office and let us know.
