I-75/US-10 interchange ramp closures in Bay County 
begin Sunday

SAGINAW, Mich. - The Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) will begin rebuilding the northbound I-75 loop ramp to westbound US-10 in Bay County on Sunday.
