Domestic/Family Trouble:  

Troy Officers responded to 5 incidents involving domestic disputes or family troubles during this reporting period.  On-scene investigation of these incidents did not result in evidence of a crimes being committed; however, Officers were required to take non-enforcement actions to either mediate the situation or keep the peace.  Readers should be aware that although these incidents did not result in arrest or prosecution, they do represent significant law enforcement resources in terms of time, on-scene investigation, and potential relocation of disputants, referrals to support agencies, peace keeping, as well as detective and prosecutorial review. 

Drunk/Intoxicated Driving Incidents of Interest:

I75 & Wattles, 9/30/11, 11:41 am:  Troy Officers responded to a report of an injury accident. Officers found a woman and a man had suffered minor injuries after the vehicle they were in left the roadway and struck the guardrail on the left side, then crossed over and hit the right guardrail. The man told officers that he had been driving. Officers saw blood on the driver’s side airbag and the man did not have any blood on his face, however the woman’s face was bloodied. When questioned about the lack of blood on his face, the male stated “that’s because she was driving”. The female cried and stated she had lied because her license was suspended. She was lethargic and had difficulty speaking clearly. She told officers she takes a prescription controlled substance on a regular basis. The 28-year-old female from Auburn Hills was arrested for “Operating a Motor Vehicle under the Influence of Drugs.” A blood test was administered and results are pending.
