Sector 2 Crime Weekly Update
For the Bancroft, Bryant Central, Corcoran, Powderhorn Park and Standish (North of E. 42nd Street) 

Week of September 19 to September 25, 2017
FACT

Since 8/1/17, there have been 91 burglaries in Sector 2 which includes the area from E Lake Street to E 42nd St/2nd Av S to Hiawatha.  All neighborhoods have been affected by these burglaries.  

Fifty-eight of the burglaries were home and thirty-three were garage.  Of these burglaries, 48 required force to enter and in 43 of the cases, there was no force used.  There are no specific patterns of time of day.

WHAT YOU CAN DO

Make sure all doors and windows are locked.  

· Even if you are home, if you are not near your door or window but your purse or wallet is, it is very easy to quickly enter or reach in to grab your valuables

· Lock your doors and windows even if you are in your yard or you step away for just a few minutes.  A quick distraction is an opportunity for a thief.

When you are not home, make your home look occupied.

· A radio or some type of noise inside the house creates the illusion of someone home.

· When you leave the house, wave at the house as if someone is inside. Or even yell something like “be home soon”.  You can be observed leaving your home and locking the door for almost a block away.  Let them think someone is inside the home.

Talk to your neighbors and get organized.

· If you don’t already have a neighborhood watch, contact me to get started. My information is below.

· Stay aware.  This is for everyone on the block especially those at home during the day when others may be at work or at appointments.

· Call 9-1-1 if you see anything suspicious.  Too many neighbors saw something and did not say anything until their neighbor was a victim.  
We will continue to let you know weekly when, where and how these burglaries are occurring but we need your help.  Your eyes and your voice are a great crime prevention tool.  You can also report any information you have about the burglaries to 311 but if it’s currently happening, call 911.

Business Crimes

There were no business burglary and no business robberies.
There was one auto theft reports and three theft  from motor vehicles.
There were fouir robbery of persons in the Sector during this time period. 
15xx Lake St E (9/20 @ 10:20pm):  Victim was exiting Taco Taxi when he was approached by suspect.  Suspect  pointed a black semi-auto handgun at victim and ordered him to give him his wallet.  After victim gave him his wallet suspect  punched victim on the left side of his face knocking him to the ground.  Suspect fled the scene SB down the alley.  Victim refused EMS.  Suspect information and loss listed.
33rd St E/4th Av S (9/21 @ 6:50pm):  Officers went  to speak with victim who had just been robbed at gunpoint by three males as he was walking along 33rd Street nearing 4th Av.  No injury occurred to victim.  
Lake St E/Park Av S (9/22 @ 11:34pm):  Victim reported he was robbed at the above location by two suspects.  Victim provided a limited description.
38xx 18th Av S (9/23 @ 5:30am):  Victim reported he was robbed in the rear of the above location.  Victim was unable to provide a suspect description and medical was refused.   A hat suspected to belong to suspect was recovered and property inventoried.
