Garage Burglaries
What you can do:
Call 911 if you see anything suspicious such as loitering around garages or homes, noises in alley at night, etc. 
· Lock your home/garage doors and windows at all times, even if you are in the home or yard. 
· Do not leave valuables in plain sight. This includes bikes, tools, keys….
· Lock your vehicle when it is in the garage. Don’t leave valuables in the vehicles.
· Remember: Treat your garage door opener as a key to your property. Do not leave it in the vehicle. 

· When you leave your home, know that someone can see you leave and may assume your home is unoccupied.  As you leave, wave back at the house as if someone is inside.  Give the impression that someone is home and your house need not be the next target.
· Record the make, model, and serial numbers on your valuables and keep in a safe place. This information can greatly assist in recovery of items. Photographs may also be of assistance. 

· Secure windows and doors in homes and garages.
· Use deadbolt locks with at least a 1” throw on all exterior doors. Use 6” strike plates and 3” case-hardened screws that enter the studs behind the doorframe.
· Most of the time, high security strike plates with 3” screws are effective to prevent the forcing of doors but in cases of extreme force, a door frame & hinge reinforcement is extremely effective in preventing forced door entry.  
· Place an opaque material over garage windows.
· Install a solid core door with a deadbolt on garage service door.
· Secure overhead garage door tracks with a padlock.
If you are a victim of burglary, report it immediately by calling 911. Inform the responding officers if you see something that may have been handled or left behind by the suspect (cigarette butt, pop can, etc.).
