PRC 118 Autism Funding
The Exceptional Children (EC) Division allocates federal PRC 118 Autism funding to assist with building capacity in improving services to students with Autism Spectrum Disorder through accessing and providing professional learning and ongoing support.  As previously announced, there are changes going into effect during the 2018-2019 school year.  
There will be two levels of support and funding available.  LEAs can choose to participate in either General Support or Team Support based on the LEA’s priorities regarding autism programming and in alignment with the LEA Self-Assessment.
The General Support level will allow LEAs to access ASD specific professional learning (PL) for the purpose of increasing educators’ knowledge and use of Evidence Based Practices (EBPs) to provide services to students with ASD.  
The Team Support level is available for LEAs to: 
· Access Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) specific professional learning for the purpose of increasing educators’ knowledge and use of Evidence Based Practices to provide services to students with ASD. 

· Develop or maintain an Autism Support Team (formerly Autism Coaching Team) with the skills needed to provide support within the LEA.

· Provide professional learning and ongoing support within the LEA through consultation and/or coaching.

Funding amounts allocated will be based on LEA Average Daily Membership (ADM).   Please refer to the 3-minute video and attached document regarding information delineating changes, including the funding available based on ADM.  The NCDPI Consultants for Autism will also host a webinar on June 25, 2018 from 11:00 A.M.-12:00 P.M. to present details of the PRC 118 Autism funding plan.  Registration can be accessed here.
