Yes, all 
of you! You’ll receive your NC College Connect letter in mid-September of your senior year with more 
information about where you’ve been admitted. 

NC College Connect is a program that directly admits North Carolina public high school seniors on track to 
graduate to participating UNC System universities, North Carolina Independent Colleges and Universities, 
and their local North Carolina community college where they already meet admissions requirements. Have a 
weighted GPA of 2.8 or higher? The higher your GPA, the more schools to which you’ll be directly admitted.

2026–2027 NC College Connect Participating Institutions 
These schools are part of NC College Connect, which offers direct admission. That means if you start senior year at a North Carolina 
public high school, are on track to graduate with a 2.8 GPA or higher and a fourth-level math and meet program requirements, you’ll be 
automatically admitted to some of these colleges  Your GPA will determine the list of schools you’ve been admitted to, so stay on the 
lookout for your letter in mid-September 2026!

If you are on track to graduate, you’ll be directly admitted to your local community college in the fall of your senior year. Students are 
welcome to apply to additional community colleges, beyond the one they match with, if interested. 

*These colleges and universities have additional requirements for a student to qualify for direct admission. These requirements will be noted in each institution’s  
NC College Connect form.
