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Description automatically generated]On September 5, 2021, several Federal unemployment benefit programs will be expiring across the country, per Federal law. The Federal benefit programs that will be expiring are:

• Pandemic Unemployment Assistance (PUA)
• Pandemic Emergency Unemployment Compensation (PEUC)
• Extended Benefits (EB)
• $300 Federal Pandemic Unemployment Compensation (FPUC) supplement
• $100 Mixed Earner Unemployment Compensation (MEUC) supplement

Throughout August and September, New York State Department of Labor (NYSDOL) will continue a campaign reminding claimants of the September 5, 2021 cutoff, as well as provide some options moving forward, including job search resources. Claimants will be contacted through emails and text messages to inform them of which program they are currently in and whether they will be eligible to continue receiving benefits after the Federal benefit expiration date.
