Hot Topic

Human activities leave behind materials like pesticides, pet waste, trash and
even loose soil that can wash into our waters and pollute them. There are lots
of actions that people can take to protect water—proper fertilizer application,
septic tank maintenance, planting vegetation along the shoreline (buffer),
clean up pet waste, plant rain gardens, pump-out boats properly, and help
prevent sewage spills (don’t dump fats or grease; don’t flush diapers, baby
wipes or personal hygiene products).
