SUBJECT:  Independent Living Regional Meetings

Background

The Ohio Department of Children and Youth (DCY), Independent Living & Transition Age Youth
(IL TAY) team annually meets with public children services agencies (PCSAs) in five, in-person
regional meetings in locations throughout the state. These meetings aim to share updates on
independent living-related programs and services for transition-age youth in foster care, age
14 and older. The meetings also provide opportunities for PCSAs working with transition age
youth to get questions answered and collaborate with others providing independent living
services in their regions.

Purpose
The Fall of 2025 regional meetings are set to kick off in September. During the meetings, the IL

TAY team will provide updates and technical assistance around important independent living
requirements including the National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) Survey and
independent living funding. We have also invited the following program partners; Ohio
Education and Training Voucher, Bridges, and the Youth Navigator Network to provide updates
on valuable resources for current and former foster youth. The IL TAY team will provide an
overview of the findings of the landscape of Ohio’s independent living practice. DCY’s
Technical Assistant Specialists (TAS) will also attend and support the PCSAs in identifying ways
to strengthen independent living practices in their counties. Additionally, the IL TAY team
facilitate discussions on how to streamline Young Adult Services (YAS) to eligible young adults
and identify potential benefits and challenges.
