Objective___________________
The primary objective of the therapeutic community is to provide a social-learning environment that fosters a sense of belonging, accountability, and responsibility. Community members are expected to participate in all program activities and uphold the values and standards of the TC.
Program description 
Ohio’s Prison based Therapeutic Communities are a 12–15-month program’s that takes a holistic approach to substance use disorder. Programs are broken into 3 phases (Orientation, Primary treatment, and re-entry).
During those 12-15 months of substance abuse treatment clients will participate in different groups on a daily basis that address work ethics, personal values, attitude, beliefs, anti-social behaviors and substance use.

Stress Management  
Description: 6-week psychoeducational group to learn about the signs, symptoms, causes, and effects of stress. As well as how to reduce, prevent, and cope with stressors in our lives.   

Grief Support 
Description: 8–10-week group focused on providing education and support to those coping with loss in their life. Topics include: the grief process, identifying and expressing feelings, self-care, relationships and dealing with others, telling the story of the loss, exploring the meaning of the loss, unfinished business, honoring what was and taking steps towards closure. 

Coping Skills Group 
Description: Led by inmates who are trained Peer Supporters. 

Transforming Trauma  
Description: This Group will be focused on:
1. Psychoeducation- Gain insight about mind/body connection and how our brain responds to trauma, learn triggers, and work through The Living Legacy of Trauma workbook  
2. Application-Learning skills (DBT, Mindfulness, and other healthy regulation skills), apply/practice skills in group, and discuss value/outcomes as a result of practice. 
3. Connection- We will be reading a novel (A Long Way Home) and discuss in group.

Healthy Living
Description: Living I/P will learn invaluable skills people use every day, that allows I/Ps to create the life they desire to access their inner resources needed to succeed. Life Skills are necessary to help I/P take charge and manage their personal lives. Like skills will help I/P manage change and deal effectively with their environments and the people in those environments. I/P were introduced with decision making process and what kind of decision maker each I/P is by taking a test Problem-Solving Style Scale Directions.
