· Description: Dissociative anesthetics are a class of psychedelic drugs that induce a type of anesthesia characterized by catalepsy, amnesia, marked analgesia, minimal respiratory depression, and feeling of detachment from one’s environment. Phencyclidine (PCP), ketamine, and dextromethorphan belong to this class, which induce dissociative anesthetic effects via antagonism of the N-methyl-D-aspartate (NMDA) receptor. In this workshop, attendees will learn pharmacology of main dissociative anesthetics, including chemical structures, mechanism of action, metabolism, and other pharmacokinetic parameters to be considered when evaluating the effects of the drugs during impaired driving investigations. This workshop will also cover emergence and prevalence of novel dissociative anesthetics (PCP and ketamine analogs), as well as findings from the extensive case study on PCP-positive drivers in Houston over 10 years.
