FEMA PUBLIC ASSISTANCE

PROGRAM GUIDANCE

PNP Organizations

PNP organizations or institutions that own or operate facilities that provide certain services otherwise performed by a government agency are eligible for assistance.  These organizations, their facilities and services must meet additional eligibility criteria beyond that which apply to governmental type applicants.  
Only certain PNPS are eligible Applicants. To be an eligible Applicant, the PNP must show that is has:
To be eligible for assistance, the primary purpose of a PNP must be to provide a public service that is not restricted by a specific definition or by prohibitive fees.  If access to the use of PNP services is restricted, the PNP is not eligible.  

Application Requirements for PNPs 

Emergency Work.  All PNPs that are eligible for FEMA assistance, as described above and in 44 CFR 206.221(e), may apply directly to FEMA for emergency assistance under 44 CFR 206.225.

Permanent Work.  Eligible PNPs seeking reimbursement for permanent repairs and restoration from FEMA may apply for disaster assistance according to the following requirements, depending on whether they are deemed “critical” or “non-critical” PNPs by the Stafford Act:

· Critical PNPs are defined in the Stafford Act as those providing power, water, sewer and wastewater, communications, emergency medical, fire protection, emergency services and educational.
