FLORIDA 
8 Days - 7 Nights 

 
The sample itinerary described below is approximately like the itinerary your group will be following during your stay with 
WHITE STAR TOURS.  However, the exact times, days, and destinations may vary for your group. 
 
Day 1 Depart from South Carolina and travel south to Florida.  Your first destination is St. Augustine.  Upon 

arrival you will meet your guide for a Tour of Historic St. Augustine, which was founded in 1565 and is 
the oldest continuously occupied settlement of European and African-American origin in the United 
States.  Afterwards, check into your hotel and freshen up before departing for a delicious dinner at a 
popular restaurant in St. Augustine.   

 
Day 2 Enjoy breakfast, then check out and depart for a visit to Ponce de Leon’s Fountain of Youth. 

Afterwards, travel to Miami where you will check into your hotel and enjoy a delicious dinner. 
 
Day 3 Following breakfast, you will check out and depart for a Sightseeing Cruise of Miami and Millionaires’ 

Row which offers views of Miami’s skyline, the port of Miami, Fisher Island, and the homes of the rich 
and famous.  Later, you will travel to Key West where you will check into your hotel for a two-night stay.   

 Dinner is on your own this evening. 
 
Day 4  After breakfast, you will depart on a Conch Tour Train for a sightseeing adventure which will take you 

past several attractions while learning about the 400-year history of the area.  You will also visit the 
Hemingway House, home of American writer Ernest Hemingway.  Later, you will enjoy a Sunset Dinner 
Cruise of the Key West area.   

 
Day 5  Following breakfast, check out and return to Miami to meet your guide for a tour of Miami’s most 

famous sites and some hidden treasures along the way.  Check into your hotel and prepare for a 
delicious dinner in the area. 

 
Day 6  Enjoy breakfast, then check out and depart for Orlando.  Upon arrival you will board the Showcase of 

Citrus Monster Truck for a Citrus Grove & Ranch Tour.  The Tour will take you through woodland, 
pastureland, groves, and swampland for a tour of a citrus and cattle ranch estate with a view from 12 feet 
high in one of the giant monster trucks.  After your adventure, check into your hotel and freshen up 
before departing for Disney Springs, a truly amazing place featuring an eclectic mix of unique boutiques, 
one-of-a-kind eateries and jaw-dropping entertainment.  If you are looking for “everything Disney,” this is 
the place; dinner is on your own here this evening. 

 
Day 7 Breakfast, then check out and depart for Savannah, GA.  Upon arrival you will proceed to Savannah’s 

River Walk District to enjoy lunch on your own and free time to visit the shops.  In the afternoon you will 
meet your guide at the Visitors Center for a 2-hour Tour of Savannah covering 2.2 square miles of 
the Historic District with over 270 years of rich history with its restored 18th and 19th century buildings 
and the waterfront where cotton warehouses are now restaurants, hotels, and shops.  This beautiful city 
eloquently displays exquisite ironwork, ancient cobblestones, splendid mansions and picturesque 
cottages.  After the tour, enjoy a buffet dinner at the Pirates House, followed by check-in at your hotel. 

 
Day 8  After breakfast, check out and travel to Charleston.  Arrive at Middleton Place for a tour of the House, 

Gardens, and Stables.  The plantation was built in several phases during the 18th and 19th centuries 
and was the primary residence of several generations of the Middleton Family, many of whome played 
prominent roles in the colonial and antebellum history of South Carolina; it is home to the oldest 
landscaped gardens in the United States, dating back to 1741.  After your visit, continue home with 
lasting memories of your trip to Florida.
