Registration is $35 for the 5K and $45 for the10K for non-members, Dallas Running Club members receive $5 off the 5K and $10 off the 10k. For those who wish to register the morning of the run, they may do so from 6:30 a.m. to 7:30 a.m. at the event site and the fee will be $45 - $55.
